











After Hooper's death, his widow, Elizabeth, continued
to live in the house. The Hoopers had two children:
Hannah, born 1683, and Henry, born 1685. Documents at
the Middlesex County Registry of Probate and Watertown
records indicate that subsistence was not easy for the
Widow Hooper. In 1691 she applied for and was granted a

license as an innkeeper:

Miftris Hooper desiered yt the Selectmen would
grant her libarty to selle out lickuers by
Reetale and the Selectmen gaue their Appro-
bation that she mought.l

further entries in the Watertown records:

Also voted Rob't herington & Ifack Mixer sa to

giue warning to Miftres hooper to fre her hous of

any inmates entertayned by her without ye consent
