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Massachusetts. A successful businessman, he evidently
mortgaged his real estate from time to time to ralise money
for commercial ventures. At the time of his death his net
worth was & 5106 - 9 - '7.25 Waldo could certainly have
afforded to remodel the Watertown dwelling had he chosen to.

There is only one known piece of evidence that Waldo and
his family ever occupied the Watertown homestead. In the
west chamber, the name Daniel Waldo is scratched in one of
the panes of glass in the end window (figure 55). The only
Daniel Waldo in the family during the Waldo ownership was
Cornelius’' son born in 1724. We think it unlikely that
Daniel Waldo would have scratched his name in the glass had
he not been staying in the house.

In several issues of the Boston Newsletter in 1742

Waldo advertised:

to be lett

a farm in Watertown near the Charles River together

with back part of Dwelling house thereon to a good

husbandman, and front part of said house with gardens

and other Accomodations to a gentleman for a country

seat being pleasantly situated & but 4 miles from

Charlestown Ferry.26

Faith Waldo inherited the property from her husband.
In 1754 this section of Watertown became part of Cambridge.
