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lean-to. The photographs provide evidence, we think, of an
even earlier lean-to configuration. The placement of the
windows on the west wall of the lean-to is unusual and their
finishing dissimilar. On the first floor near the junction
with the front portion there is a large window identical in
size and finishing with those in the front part of the house.
On the second story there is a small, plain window at the
extreme rear. This evidence indicates, we suspect, that the
lean-to was originally one story, that the shed roof once
terminated at the rear of the first floor and that when the
roof was raised, the earlier rafter was left in place in

the west end and the small window fitted in above it near the
rear wall. Further evidence of this alteration is the change
in character of the clapboards above the first floor in the
lean-to (figure 58). The presence of a window in the rear
like those in the front part of the house is an indication
that the one story lean-to existed previous to or was built
at the same time as the Georgian remodeling of the front

part of the house.

The Raising of the Roof

Evidence in the attic clearly indicates that the roof
was raised to its present slope in two stages: first the
front, and then the rear (figure 59, 60 and 61). Portions

of six of the earlier rear rafters remain in place in the
