Mrs. Nichols,

former Susan Farley Treadwell, writing of the late 1840s

in her Reminiscences, states that:

The next year my old friend, Mrs. Carpenter, expressed
a wish that we should hire her house, next to the one
she occupied, & after much demur on the part of my
husband against hiring such an old house, repre-
sented as the oldest in Cambridge (over two hundred
years) he consented to have it examined by mechanics
who pronounced it worth extensive repairs & we hired
it ata rent of $125 on a lease of five years & comm-
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enced its renovation.

Nichols' daughter, Susan Nichols Carter, said in 1893:

At the time my father leased it from Mrs. Carpenter
