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Mrs. Nichols' Reminiscences state that:

At last we were able to procurg a landscape paper

appropriate to the w. parlor.u
Susan Carter stated that the Dufour landscape wallpaper in
the west chamber previously alluded to "was on the walls
when we moved into the house".47

Mrs. Carter's letter mentions changes carried out
later by the Nichols family. The kitchen was changed to a
dining room and the northeast corner room became the kitchen
(note: we do not know when the fireplaces were installed
in this room and the northeast chamber above).

Mrs. Carter states that at the time that the kitchen
was moved "an extension was built for the 1aundry".48 A
note on a photograph of the house in the files of the Society
for the Preservation of New England Antiquities which
Nichols' son, John, gave to William Sumner Appleton pre-
sumably when the latter visited the house in 1914, states
that the rear east wing was added in the 1860s. Therefore,
the kitchen was moved in the 1860s. The rear wing origin-
ally had a flat roof (figure 67). In 1916, its roof was
altered to a shallow pitch gable.

Mrs. Carter also mentions that where there is now an

alcove in the east chamber, there was during much of their

occupancy a little room. Evidence in the paint on the
