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directed his carpenters to use old methods of Jjoinery in
some places even when the finished work was not expected to
show. The scarf with two sets of pegs behind the east
chamber closet is almost certainly Chandler's work. Above
the ceiling of the east chamber closet two twentieth century

joists are joined with a tusk tenon joint.

After 1916

In the 1920s the house wasracquired by William Emerson,
a professor of Architecture at M. I. T., (but not the more
famous architect of previous generation, William Ralph
Emerson). The Emersons had measured drawings of the house
prepared in 1932 (Appendix p.147). Mr. and Mrs. Emerson
occupied the house until their deaths in 1957. The house
then devolved to its present owner, the Cambridge Historical
Society.

There have been no substantial restorations of the
house since 1916. Rotted sills, however, were replaced in
1970 under the direction of Donald Muirhead of Newton, an
engineer and frequent consultant on historic restorations
(the Buckman tavern in Lexington was restored under his

supervision) .

The Paint
